· There is NO COST to you.  You must submit proof of Birth.

⁯Mass ID or Driver’s License 

· You can obtain your Mass ID at your local RMV.  You must present a social security card.  You must also submit 3 pieces of identification.  At least 1 of these three must be:  Original Birth Certificate, current or expired license (not more than 1 yr.) w/picture and signature, current or expired U.S./non-U.S. passport w/photo and signature, certain INS documents, current or expired U.S. military ID w/photo and signature, original or certified copy of baptismal certificate.  
· The other 2 forms of Identification can be:  A bank statement (open for at least 6 months), a utility bill (not more than 60 days old), canceled bank check w/signature and preprinted address, U.S. military discharge papers (DD 214) w/applicant’s date of birth and signature, original or certified copy of divorce decree, original or certified copy of a marriage certificate, life insurance papers w/ name, signature, date of signing.
